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hopefully spur the Brethren
on, Adams says.

“We are the oldest club in
the league with our traditional
name. We have been called
Brothers since 1958, we are
proud of that,” he said.

“The other thing we are
proud of is we are a family ori-
entated club, we’ve got three
or four generations of families
who have played for us. We
pride ourselves on being a
local club and looking after
local families and I think we
have achieved that over many,
many years.”

A change at the top has
seen Brothers take on a new
look. 

Three-time premiership-
winning mentor Moses Wig-
ness has returned, replacing
Michael MacLean who took
the club’s A-grade outfit to the
2017 grand final.

Wigness admits it hasn’t
been an ideal pre-season for
his side. Notwithstanding, they
won the NRL NT Nines tour-
nament, and will be ready to

roll come Round 1. “We have
been struggling at training. We
scratched a team together
seven minutes before our first
game at the nines,” Wigness
said.

“They are keen to play but
haven’t shown up at training,
but as long as they are keen to
play then that’s the main
thing.”

It will be the usual suspects
leading the team around the
paddock, with captain Leon
Rotumah, Lyle Ah Sam, Rod-
ney Barba and Nathan Roach
to form the nucleus. 

With a small pack, Brothers
are set to again play their dis-
tinctive off-the-cuff style.

“I will be implementing a
really basic game plan. Micky
(MacLean) took them to the
grand final last year with a
basic game plan and a bit of
structure, so I will work off
that,” Wigness said.

“(The 60th year) is very big
for the club but as a coach you
don’t want to put pressure on
the players and notify them
every week that it’s our 60th.
I’ll basically let it go and hope
things fall into place.”
